Each spring,11th grade students participate in a
statewide testing program, the California Assessment of
Student Performance and Progress (CAASPP). 11th
graders will take the following tests:

e Smarter Balanced test for Mathematics
e Smarter Balanced test for English language
arts/Literacy (ELA)

These assessments determine the standing of LCC at the
state, district, and county-level. It also provides valuable
feedback to LCC staff regarding areas of need and
strength for students. About half of CAASPP testing is
already completed. The remaining testing will take place
with students in AP English Language / AP US History
courses during the two weeks after AP testing ends.
